Not only did our Dal Logistics team make it to the �nals 
in the 34th annual Operations Stimulus Student Case 
Competition and Supply Chain Conference in Denver, 
Colorado , but they came in �rst!  Suffice it to say I’m very proud 
of this team, especially as we had placed first last year and returning as 
defending champs is always difficult... especially with an entirely new 
team.  

The Dal Logistics team consisted of Lorena  Maria

undergraduate  teams competed in the case competition (2 Canadian 
universities and 14 US universities).  

The  case  format is quite  challenging  as the  students are given the 
case three weeks in advance and must do a rather rigorous analysis 
of the  case during  that time,  as well as a  35 minute presentation at 
the  conference  with 10 minutes of questions by the judges, just to 
make it to the finals. Our team did great again this year...placing in the 
finals!  And then winning the next day...two years in a row!!

They accomplished this despite  one student with a broken ankle, 
and numerous flight delays and cancellations, which made this even 
a bit more challenging! 

I›ve been taking my Logistics  students to this conference  for about 
ten years.

Albert MacLean Stevens
1926-2015

After declining health the passing of Albert M. 
Stevens occurred on Sunday February 15th, 2015 
at the Dr. Everett Chalmers Hospital. Born August 
12, 1926 in Truro NS, he was the son of the late 
Paul and Jessie (Chappell) Stevens and the hus-
band of 64 years to Margaret “Ena” (MacLeod) 
Stevens.

Albert grew up in Saint John, NB and attended 
Saint John High School. He graduated and entered 
directly into the second year of the Bachelor 
of Science program in Civil Engineering. He 
graduated from UNB in 1947 as the class leader, 
and was invited to immediately join the faculty in 
civil engineering. He was to teach the returning 
veterans of the Second World War. He later 
completed graduate studies at the University of California, Berkley 
Campus in the area of Transportation Engineering and returned to UNB 
to co-found the graduate program in the Transportation Group.

Albert is the last member of the group of  four civil engineering Faculty 
members who founded the Consulting Engineer Firm ADI Limited 
which was the leading Civil engineering Firm in Eastern Canada for 
many decades.

Albert was heavily involved in the engineering profession having been 
President of the Association of Professional Engineers and a member of 

the Canadian Council of Professional Engineers. 
He also served on many national committees and 
task forces. He was a life member of the Canadian 
Transportation Research Forum and was named 
Canadian Transportation “Man of the Year”.

In his private life. Albert and Ena were 
generous supporters of the University of New 
Brunswick having funded research positions and 
scholarships. He was also a generous supporter of 
many Community projects.

He was predeceased by his parents; one niece, Judy 
and her husband, Jean Oullette.

Albert is survived by his wife, Ena; sister- in law, 
Jean Burch of Charlottetown; one nephew, Allan 

MacLean (Colleen) of Fredericton, one niece, Heather Pratt (Roderick) 
of Charlottetown as well as several great nieces and nephews.
